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The Taxonomy Research & Information Network (TRIN) addresses critical gaps in taxonomic knowledge by accelerating the discovery, description, identification & classification of key Australian animal and plant groups.  It aims to catalyse collaboration in taxonomy through modern information management and communications technology, ensuring seamless access to biodiversity data and taxonomic information.
TRIN aims to be a global leader in delivering web-based information on taxonomy, creating a 'one stop shop' for assessing key information on Australia's biodiversity.  TRIN research projects currently focus on small terrestrial mammals, reptiles, and aquatic invertebrates, ants and weeds of national significance. The work is also improving the way baseline information is made available to researchers, governments, universities, industry and the general public. 
The TRIN research partnership brings together CSIRO’s Biological Collections, Australian Biological Resources Study, Australian National University, Latrobe University, Adelaide University and several other collaborators.
