For All Participants

Program & Start Time:  There will be 30 PhD students attending the workshop from 12 institutions across Australia. A draft of the program is attached here so you can see how the week has been organised. However, there may be some slight changes and these will be included in a final version you will receive at the beginning of the workshop.  The workshop will start at 8:45am, Monday 21st July in the Benham Lecture Theatre, Adelaide University.

Short Talks: All participants will be expected to give a short talk on their research project. These will be strictly  ‘5 minute’ presentations, include time for one question, and  are to inform the rest of the group about the type of research you are undertaking.  You will be restricted to a maximum of 5 powerpoint slides of which the first one should give your name, institution and project title only.  The talks will be held in two groups and are scheduled for Monday and Wednesday afternoons. Please have your presentation first thing on Monday 21st July on disc or a memory stick.
Social Program & Meals:  The Workshop will be hosting a dinner on Sunday night 20th July, at 6:00pm at the Red Rock Noodle Bar, 187 Rundle Street. This is primarily to meet the interstate participants, but Adelaide-based PhD students are welcome to attend but must RSVP to michelle.guzik@adelaide.edu.au by 16th July.
